PROGRAM AGENDA 
Below is a description of conference events and a preliminary conference program 
agenda. The final program agenda outlining each day’s sessions will be included in 
your on-site packet.  
 
WEDNESDAY: Field Trip to the Angora Fire Burn Site 
On June 24th, 2007, the Angora Fire started southwest of South Lake Tahoe from an 
unattended campfire. The fire burned under some of the most servere fire danger 
conditions experienced in the South Lake Tahoe area during the last 20 years, 
spreading four miles in three hours. The fire burned for four days, but in its aftermath 
is destroyed 254 structures on private property and 3,100 acres, mostly on National 
Forest Land. Because the fire occurred in the watershed of Lake Tahoe, one of the 
primary concerns once the fire was out was the potential impact of the ash and debris 
on the Lake Tahoe hydrological system.

Lake Tower Luxury Room 
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In response to this devastating fire, the 
Nevada Tahoe Conservation District, Tahoe 
Resource Conservation District, and the U.S. 
Forest Service developed the Angora Fire 
Urban Forest Stewardship Project, which 
worked to reforest the area and educate 
teachers, students, and the community about 
the fire and its impacts. Through this 
initiative, a PLT GreenWorks! project was 
completed that resulted in the planting of 
9,000 seedlings. The Forest Service also 
conducted three PLT workshops, reaching 115 
new educators as well as high school students 
engaged in the Generation Green of Lake Tahoe program. (This Forest Service 
program educates underrepresented youth through employment and forges lifelong 
connections to the land.) The Angora Fire Urban Forest Stewardship Project partners 
and Generation Green Students also worked together to conduct week long classroom 
presentations as well as field trips to the fire site where elementary students 
participated in tree plantings, nature walks, and junior botany programs.  

 
On Wednesday afternoon we’ll head out to 
explore the Angora Fire Burn site and learn 
more about Angora Fire Urban Forest 
Stewardship Project as well as the causes, 
history, and the ecological impacts of this 
historic fire. U.S. Forest Service Rangers 
and Generation Green high school students 
will lead us through a variety of activities 
to study the fire and its environmental 
impacts. We’ll participate in a service 
project to assess seedling survival on 
reforested land and learn about how the 

fire has been used as a teaching tool for the local community and schools, including 
how PLT has been incorporated into this teaching.  

 
THURSDAY CLOSING CELEBRATION: PICNIC ON THE BEACH 
We’ll celebrate the end of our conference with a unique dinner event on the shores of 
Lake Tahoe. This event will give you the opportunity for some final networking while 
enjoying great food and beautiful scenery. Come prepared with layers and warm 

gloves – the Nevada folks have forewarned 
us of snow being a possibility, even in late 
May! If family members or other guests 
have journeyed with you to Lake Tahoe, 
they are welcome to join us at this final 
event, see the Registration Information 
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and Fees section of this document on page 2 document for more information.  
 
 
TREE COOKIE EXCHANGE  
If you would like to collect tree cookies 
from around the country, please bring 
tree cookies representative of trees in 
your state to exchange with other 
states. This is a one-to-one exchange; if 
you bring 10 tree cookies from your 
state, your goal would be to exchange 
your 10 tree cookies with 10 other tree 
cookies. Your tree cookies should be 
bagged individually and labeled for 

display and exchange.  
 
CONFERENCE DRESS 
The dress for the entire conference is casual: blue jeans, khakis, t-shirts, sweaters, 
etc. Some individuals choose to dress slightly more formally for our Outstanding 
Educators Luncheon. We highly recommend that you come prepared with assorted 
layers of clothing for possible changes in the weather and unpredictable meeting 
room temperatures. The average May temperature for Lake Tahoe is 61°F for the high 
and 32°F for the low. (Keep in mind the elevation at Lake Tahoe is 6,220 feet, so it 
could be cold!) 
 
Special Field Trip Clothing Requirements 
We highly recommend wearing jeans and hiking boots for our field trip on Wednesday 
to the Angora Fire Burn Site.  In addition, Thursday’s Closing Celebration will be on 
the beach, so bring your coats and be prepared for cooler weather!

The PLT Share Fair is your opportunity to show off your hard work and resources as a 
PLT Coordinator or PLT partner, to share ideas with fellow conference attendees, and 
to learn about other PLT programs and partner programs across the country. We 
encourage participants to share agendas, program brochures, tree trunks, newsletters, 
state correlations, facilitator handbooks tailored to your state, program exhibits, or 
any other items that might be of interest to others attending the conference. Please 
be sure to sign-up on the registration form if you plan to bring Share Fare items.

The 19th century mining boom turned Virginia City 
into the most important settlement between 
Denver and San Francisco; and grubby prospectors 
into instant millionaires.  They built mansions, 
imported furniture and fashions from Europe and 
the Orient, and helped finance the Civil War... and 
then went on to build empires around the world, 
the finest example being San Francisco. 
 
Participants will be met at the Reno/Tahoe Int. 
Airport at 3pm and travel to the Silverland Inn and 
Suites in Virginia City.  
 
From here we will travel back in time and 
experience the Old West as we tour historic 
Virginia City.  Virginia City’s mines, mansions, 
saloons and museums provide a glimpse into the 
storied past of American frontier life, capturing the 
allure that once fueled western expansion. We’ll 
visit the Fourth Ward School House; a four story 
wooden school house built in 1876, and is the last 
of its kind in the U.S., take a 30 minute ride on the

Virginia City Main Street 
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Historic V&T Steam Locomotive, go underground and explore a mine, and see gold 
processed from ore to mint.

Black Rock Desert National Conservation Area Overnight Tour

The Black Rock Desert-High Rock Canyon 
Emigrant Trails National Conservation Area  
(NCA) is a unit of the Bureau of Land 
Management (BLM) National Landscape 
Conservation System (NLCS). The NCA is located 
in northwest Nevada, and was established by 
legislation in 2000. It is a unique combination of 
desert playas (dry lake beds), narrow canyons, 
and mountainous areas.  Wagon travelers on the 
Black Rock Playa in the 1840s crawled along at 
less than two miles per hour. In the 1990s the 
world land speed record was set on the playa at 
over 760 miles per hour. Surroundings can vary 
from some of the most primitive, isolated 
wilderness in the United States to the 
temporary swarm of humanity at “Black Rock 
City,” when 40,000 people show up around 
Labor Day for the annual Burning Man festival. 
One day the weather may be hot and sunny; the 
next cold and snowy.  In the 19th century the 
Black Rock Desert was a desolate, harsh 
landscape that explorers, gold seekers and 
pioneers struggled to get through on their way to other destinations. The landscape 
hasn’t changed – the isolated vastness, the flat, cream-colored playa, the jagged 
mountains and the high-walled canyons remain the same.

from the Fly Geyser area. 
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Today’s travelers to the Black Rock seek what the area offers: wild life viewing, 
solitude, driving fast across the playa, launching high-altitude rockets, and retracing 
historic trail routes.  Just as was true for 19th century emigrants, today’s visitors need 
to be well prepared in the Black Rock-High Rock Country. In the entire Black Rock 
Desert-High Rock Canyon Emigrant Trails National Conservation Area and its associated 
wilderness areas, encompassing 1,857 square miles – an area the size of the State of 
Delaware, there are no paved roads and no cell reception.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
Leaving from the conference on Friday Morning, 
participants will visit the Pyramid Lake Paiute 
Cultural Center in Nixon, and then visit the 
Pyramid Lake Paiute Reservation.   Pyramid Lake, 
Nevada’s largest natural lake, is located 
completely within the Pyramid Lake Paiute Tribe 
Reservation, approximately 35 miles northeast of 
Reno, Nevada. The endorheic lake is all that 
remains of ancient Lake Lahontan, formed during 
the Pleistocene Epoch, that once covered much of 
Northern Nevada until as recently as 10,000 years ago.  
 
From there the tour will head into the small town of Gerlach, on the edge of the Black 
Rock Desert to stop for lunch.  Stops throughout the Black Rock Desert include a 
petrified sequoia forest, the playa where the land speed record was set, hot spring and 
other natural and historical sights.  
 
Participants will be staying at the Soldier Meadows Guest Ranch, which could be the 
most isolated homestead in the country.  Dinner will be served family style at the ranch.  
Don’t forget your swimsuit, there is a natural hot spring onsite to dip in after a long day 
of touring! 
 
Transportation, Friday night accommodations (linens included), and lunch and dinner on 
Friday and breakfast and lunch on Saturday are included in the registration fee.  Trip 
will return to Reno on Saturday afternoon in time for 4:00pm flights. We are also happy 
to assist individuals in finding affordable hotel reservations if needed Saturday night 
(likely around $100 or less if you are on a budget).

 Baldwin Beach:  The third and last (as you head North) of the series of southwest 
shore sandy beaches is Baldwin. The turnoff for Baldwin Beach is clearly marked 
on Highway 89. There is a five dollar parking fee. Once in you have the choice of 
the south or north beach. Both are very similar, except that Tallac Creek meets 
Lake Tahoe at the north beach, which is interesting for the kids. Beware! There 
are fence posts in the creek that for some reason still have barbed wire attached. 
On the north side of the creek you will almost always notice a lot of boats 
parked/moored/anchored. This is commonly referred to as Ski Beach (not to be 
confused with Ski Beach in Incline Village since everyone's welcome here). Unlike 
Kiva Beach to the south, there are very few, if any, rocks in the water at Baldwin 
Beach. Additionally, unlike Pope Beach, there is no shade here. Dogs are not 
allowed. They are strict about this but you typically can take them on a leash to 
ski beach, where they are ok.

 Emerald Bay Beach:  Where the mouth of Eagle Creek meets the head of Emerald 
Bay you will find a beach as beautiful as any you could imagine. Surrounded by 
peaks rising sharply almost 3,000 feet from the lake, the bay itself has been 
deemed one of the 'most photographed places on earth'. However, you won't find 
this beautiful beach without a hike or a boat. The hike is about 1 mile on what is 
basically a road and there is about 450 feet of elevation change. The south side of 
Eagle Creek does have a large shallow area that’s good for kids and there's plenty 
of sand at the beach. The pier, when not crowded, is ideal for jumping off of. If 
that's not enough, head underwater. In 1994, Emerald Bay received a designation 
as an underwater park, featuring relics from the days gone by when there was a 
hotel on the north side of the bay. Other items of interest in Emerald Bay State 
Park are Fannette Island, Vikingsholm, and Eagle Falls. There are numerous 
companies that cruise to Emerald Bay and they come in all shapes and sizes. 
There are companies running out of almost every marina on the lake but the 
busiest in terms of people is Zephyr Cove with the paddle wheeler M.S. Dixie II 
(tickets) and the Woodwind 2 sailboat. 
 
Directions- Emerald Bay is located on Hwy 89, 10 miles north of the "Y" or 22 miles 
south of Tahoe City's "Y". The hiking trail begins at the Harvey West parking lot on 
the north side of the bay. 

 

 Zephyr Beach:  Zephyr Cove has just about everything you could want in a beach, 
except palm trees. Over a mile of sand, although it is coarse to walk on, the 
region's best volleyball, a 500+ passenger vessel, a 36 passenger catamaran, a 
huge grassy group event area, every kind of water sport rental you could imagine, 
and the Sunset Bar overlooking it all with cocktail servers roaming the beach. The 
beach does have a certain party atmosphere that some families may find 
offensive. The further you are from the bar, the less of a problem it is. This can 
usually be avoided just by staying a distance from the bar area. With a mile of 
beach there is plenty of room. There is an $8 (at press time) parking fee but even 
so, it often becomes unavailable. When this happens they will park you at the 

high school across Hwy 50 and shuttle you to the beach.ΟZephyr Cove also 

features a modern campground, lodging, beachfront cabins, stables, the largest 
snowmobile operation west of the Rockies, and much more.
