The Full Value Contract 

 
SNJ was founded on the premise that children learn best when they are placed in an 
environment in which they are comfortable to be themselves, try new things, gain 
new skills and confidence, and make new friends.  We set this tone with our “Full 
Value Contract” that we explain and work on together within the first few hours of 
their arrival at camp.   
 
Each activity group’s Contract will be slightly different since – in our experience – 
children abide best by rules and guidelines that they create for themselves.  However, 
the following are very consistent across all contracts: 
 

 Go out of your way to be nice. Being nice is "cool" at Summit Camp. Teasing 
and bullying is not cool.  In fact we have a zero-tolerance policy for teasing 
and bullying.  

 Try something new every day.  There is so much to do at Summit Camp 
that we want everyone to go out of their way to try new things!  And don't 
worry about not being great at something-nobody is great at everything, 
especially their first time around. 

 Support someone else when they try something new.  At 
Summit Camp, we support others just like we want to be supported. 

 Take pride in yourself, in your peers, and in the camp. Camp is more fun 
and successful when campers and staff take ownership for each other's 
actions – it improves the total quality of life at camp. Summit Camp is a 
beautiful place and we all need to work together to keep it that way. 

 Respect other people, their opinions, and their possessions.  The 
“Golden Rule” is in full effect at Summit Camp. 

 Be enthusiastic and have fun!   At Summit Camp, we want you to show some 
emotion! Cheer at events! Sing loudly! Laugh at Jonathan’s jokes! (even when they 
are silly)  Camp should always be fun.  If at any time it’s not fun, come tell 
Jonathan or any of the other staff. We can help. 
 

The most important thing that we want students to take away from this full value 
contract is Respect for ourselves, each other, and the environment. 
 
Please explain to your child the importance of speaking up if they have a question, request 
or a problem. Self-advocacy is a great skill to learn and practice at camp. 
 
In order to ensure a positive experience for your child and the rest of the campers, 
it is essential that all campers obey the following “non-negotiable” rules at camp: 
 
 

 Campers will not undertake any actions that involve danger to another 
camper, a staff member, or any other individual. 
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 Campers will not steal or harm camp property or facilities, the property of 
other campers or staff, or the property of others. 

 Campers are not allowed to have (see page 6 for detail): 
o Weapons 
o Illegal drugs  
o Electronics 
o Food or drink in their cabin1 
o Campers will not keep any prescription or non-prescription drugs in 

the cabin2 (all medications must be kept and dispensed by qualified 
camp health staff) 

 
 Campers will not leave the campus without permission and will not leave the 

cabin after lights-out  
 
Violations of these important rules will be dealt with firmly and decisively and 
may result in immediate separation or dismissal without refund of tuition.  Please 
discuss the Full Value Contract and these non-negotiable rules with your child prior 
to arrival to Summit Camp. If dismissal is necessary it’s the parent’s 
responsibility to make arraignments for their child to be picked up.

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What to Bring 
 
Clothing & Equipment List  
The Clothing/Equipment list that is attached outlines what campers should bring to 
Camp.  This list has been put together after years of experience in planning for 
camp.  Please bring what is on the list, but nothing more.  The point of this list is to 
provide a guide to what will make your child most comfortable at camp; it is not 
intended to make you buy brand new clothing/equipment prior to their session.  If 
they don’t have some of those, please get in touch with us and we can discuss 
alternatives.  
 
Labeling Clothes and Equipment 
Please put your child’s name on everything they bring to camp. And we mean 
everything!  (Towels, socks, sun glasses, backpack, shoes, etc.)  Use full names and 
avoid initials so that our sorting of the lost and found—which we do every night—
can be efficiently completed. 
 
What Not To Bring 
For your child’s protection – and for the well-being of all at camp – please note that 
the following items are not allowed and will be confiscated (and may result in 
dismissal) if they are discovered: 

 Weapons:  Swiss-Army knives, Leatherman’s, Bowie Knives, guns, etc. 
 Electronics:  hand-held electronic games, televisions (including Watchmen), 

cellular phones, pagers, computers, laser pointers, I-Pods, etc. (cameras are 
ok) 

 Any medication that has not been registered with qualified camp staff 
 Matches/candles/incense/lighters, electric blankets, immersion water coils 
 Aerosol spray cans 
 Food and beverages (tap-water is ok).  SNJ provides tasty and healthy food 

and drink at meal and snack times. Please do not allow your child to bring 
food or drink of any kind to camp—including candy and gum.3 

 
A good rule of thumb is that if an item is so valuable or irreplaceable that you or 
your child would be terribly disappointed to lose it, please don’t send them with it! 
 
Packing 
Camper clothing and equipment should be packed in duffel bags, backpacks, and/or 
suit cases.  All baggage needs to be labeled with the camper's name.

Campers love receiving letters and postcards from home!  Remember, food is not 
allowed.  All packages will be opened in front of a staff member to ensure that 
inappropriate items are not included. To ensure that the mail is delivered, please send 
items no later than Wednesday of the session. 
 
Letters Home 
Campers will be given the opportunity to write home at some point throughout the 
week. It is extremely helpful if you pre-address an envelope, with a stamp, for your 
child.  The letter will let you know how they’re doing and will give serve as a good 
reminder for them for how much fun they had when they were at Summit Camp! 
 
E-mail & Website Updates 
Staff will be updating the blog (www.sierranevadajourneys.org ) daily. Please check 
it out and see all of the great things that we are doing!  
 
Phone Calls 
 
In our extensive experience, homesickness and other issues are exacerbated when 
students call home and are therefore not allowed.6  We will only get in touch with you 
if behavioral, medical (e.g. the child needs to be brought to a doctor), or other issues 
warrant it.  However, please do feel free to get in touch with us at the number above 
if you have questions over the course of the week or would like to check in.   
 
Visiting While Camp is in Session 
 
In order to protect the safety—and morale—of all its campers, and to effectively run

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our programs, Sierra Nevada Journeys has a "no visit/no drop-in" policy, except for 
the designated drop-off/pick-up times listed.  If a custodial situation creates 
scheduling issues, please call us to discuss options. 
 

Health 
 
Mandatory Health History Form 
The medical form (attached to this handbook), must be completed and signed by a 
parent or legal guardian and must be sent back to us by May 1st, 2010.  There are no 
exceptions. All vaccinations must be up-to-date.  We do not require a doctor to sign-off 
on the Health Form.  However, if your child is on prescription medication, that 
medication should be sent in the original bottle with the Doctor’s name, dosage, 
and usage instructions on the bottle.   
 
No medications of any kind can be kept with a camper in their bunk or in their possession.7 
This includes prescription drugs and over the counter items such as Tylenol, Advil, 
Sudafed and Robitussin. Over-the-counter medications that are sent with the student 
must all be given to the qualified camp health staff on opening day as part of 
registration. Please put all over-the-counter medications to be taken during camp in a clear 
zip lock bag with your child's name and instructions for administration on it. Qualified 
camp staff will dispense all necessary medications as needed.    
 
Please ensure that the medical form and enrollment application are completed honestly 
and thoroughly. Include information on issues such as sleepwalking, bedwetting, 
carsickness, etc. Failure to provide the camp relevant physical and mental health 
information could result in your child being sent home without refund of tuition.   
 
Permission to Treat 
By signing the medical form Sierra Nevada Journeys’ trained and qualified staff is given 
permission to provide campers routine health care, administer prescribed or over-the-
counter medications (that have been sent by the family), and provide emergency 
medical assistance. 
 
Camp Health Facilities/Staffing 
We have trained health personnel on-site 24-7 and have an Infirmary located on 
campus.  
 
Arriving in Good Health 
If your child has a fever on opening day, or has been exposed to a contagious illness, please 
keep them at home until they are ready for camp and/or your doctor tells you they are no 
longer contagious. Also, please call Sierra Nevada Journeys as soon as possible and let us 
know when you will be bringing your child up to program.

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Health Insurance 
Parents must provide their own coverage for illness, accident, and dental occurrences 
that require medical intervention. 
 
Health Related Camp Contact 
The camp will call parents if the following types of health issues arise: child needs to see 
medical personnel outside of camp staff; child needs to be put on medication or current 
medications need to be adjusted; and/or child spends the night in the camp infirmary. 
 
Homesickness 
A week at Summit Camp is an incredibly empowering experience and we want to make 
sure campers get through the entire week on their own.  That is an enormous 
accomplishment! 
We do so many activities, and are so busy over the course of the week that it’s tough to 
find time to be homesick!  However, it’s very normal for campers to feel homesick and 
everyone will have it to varying degrees.  Camp staff is trained extensively in how to 
work with home-sickness, so if your child ever feels like they’re getting homesick, please 
make sure they inform their counselor and director.  We’ll get through this together! 
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General Camp Information 
 
Bunk Assignments 
Please make sure to indicate on the Camper Questionnaire if your child would like to 
bunk with another child. (Even if you indicated this preference while registering 
online, this is a good double check for us!) 
 
Birthdays 
Camper birthdays taking place during the session are celebrated by the whole camp 
with cake and song. We will call you between 6 and 7pm on the evening of their 
birthday so you can talk to your child briefly.  If your child has a birthday while at 
camp, please indicate so on the Camper Questionnaire. 
 
Sign-Up Activities 
Campers will have the opportunity to sign-up for activities that they like best on 
days that have afternoon electives.  The neatest cabins will have the opportunity to 
sign-up for electives first.  If one day your child does not get into the elective they 
want, we will endeavor to give them priority for that elective the next time it is held.

Activities 
Campers at Summit Camp take part in a wide range of land, water and adventure 
activities that can include (but are not exclusive of): swimming, rocket-building, forest 
ecology, hiking, rock-hounding and geology, art projects, Quiz Shows, basketball, 
volleyball, astronomy and star-gazing, orienteering, camp-fires, team-building 
challenges, birding, night-hike, relays, songs and skits, kayaking, and more.  
 
Swimming 
Our swimming program follows Red Cross guidelines. Specific time is scheduled each day for 
swimming and additional swim opportunities are available.  An initial swim test is given to 
all campers to evaluate their swimming ability. The test includes swimming laps in 
various strokes and treading water. 
 
Spending Money 
We ask that you do not provide campers with spending money as they will not have an 
opportunity to spend it.   
 
Gratuities 
We ask that you do not monetarily tip Sierra Nevada Journeys Staff.  However, a 
thank-you note sent post-camp from the camper to staff members goes a long way.

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Advice to Parents Regarding Homesickness & Other Issues 
This section is meant to provide specific advice to parents only regarding how to 
address homesickness prior to camp.  Please read over this section on your own and 
share it with your child in your own words.  
 
The biggest advice we can give you in helping to prepare your children for time-away 
from home is to BE POSITIVE!  The more encouraging and engaging you can be with 
them before camp, the more ready they’ll be for camp.  We’ve worked with parents and 
children for years on this issue – both veteran and returning campers, old and young – 
and in our experience, the more open you are with them before coming to camp, the 
more comfortable they will feel.  Some specific pointers (and some of the same things we 
train our staff extensively in): 
 
Don’t treat homesickness like an issue to be swept under the rug:  confront it head-on 
and let them know its normal, but don’t dwell on it.  Be very positive about what they’re 
going off to do, don’t focus on what they’re leaving. 
Don’t promise the “helicopter rescue”, i.e. don’t tell them:  “try it for a few days and if you don’t like 
it, we’ll come pick you up.”  It is virtually guaranteed that they will only focus on the day that you 
promised you’d come pick them up, and once it arrives they’ll be mentally divested from camp.   
Even though we don’t allow phone calls home (in our experience, this greatly exacerbates issues of 
homesickness), encourage them to brainstorm some ways they can keep in touch with you while 
they’re gone.  Those include:  writing a letter home, taking pictures that they’ll later be able to share 
with you, etc. 
It also is important to remember that many times parents have greater issues related to 
homesickness and separation than their children.   
 
Bed-Wetting 
We frequently have campers who have accidents at night.  This is very normal and 
happens every session.  We treat it with the utmost confidentiality.  If your son or daughter 
has issues with bed-wetting, please let us know on the health-form.  We have our staff 
arrange certain secret signals that your child can give them (e.g. “I dreamt about the bears 
last night!”), and we will then discreetly take the sleeping bag off to be washed while 
campers are at activities, and then return it before they get back.
